Visitors Policy

We believe the school to be part of the community and therefore welcome visits from people for a wide variety of reasons. School should also be a place for children to work and learn in a safe and secure environment and all staff are responsible for maintaining that safety.

In order to achieve this:

· There is a sign on the outer door near the staff room directing visitors to the Office entrance near the steps. 

· There is also a notice on the window in the lobby outside Rabbit and Squirrel class directing visitors to the Office.
· All visitors are required to identify themselves and their reason for visiting and to sign the visitors’ book.
· Visitors are not to be left alone with a child, unless they are a health care professional (Such as OT), and they should be working with the child in a public place, such as the little room, to ensure that the child is safe at all times.
· Any adult working with a child is required to be DBS checked.
· Visitors are provided with a leaflet concerning safeguarding procedures and are expected to follow those procedures.

· The fire drill is explained to all visitors.
· Contractors who cannot provide ID are asked to wait while checks are made with the relevant department.

· School gates are locked during the school day.

· Children are only allowed in any part of the grounds with a school adult present.

· Any person entering grounds is asked to identify themselves to a supervising adult and taken to the School Office.

· Any person loitering outside the gates for no apparent reason may be challenged politely. Any suspicious persons are reported to the police.

· Visitors wishing to view the school are asked to make an appointment so that the Head Teacher can show them around and answer their questions.

· Visitors running or leading specific activities should have the relevant training/qualifications.
· Visitors will be asked to sign a sheet to verify that they have been informed or checked as outlined above.
