Dear Parents and Carers

From September 2014, I am pleased to tell you that children in the Rabbit and Squirrel classes will receive free school meals. You may wonder why it is important for parents and carers to apply for the Pupil Premium for their child, if the children in these classes will be having free school meals anyway.

In the future, if a child is registered for the Pupil Premium, the school will receive £1,300 per child for the year.  This money can be put to good use in the following ways, for example:

· One to one or small group teaching 

· Free or subsidised clubs

· Financial assistance with uniform

· Free or subsidised trips

· Free school meals.

All these measures are intended to raise the achievement level of the children in school. We monitor academic progress as well as improving the quality of the children’s time in school, by providing access to clubs or introducing new activities, such as a sport or musical instrument. We publish the improvements on the school website and at governing body meetings. All of the information and data is kept anonymous to maintain confidentiality.

Your child may be eligible for the Pupil Premium if you get any of the following:

· Income Support 

· Income-based Jobseekers Allowance

· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

· the guaranteed element of State Pension Credit

· Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190)

· Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit

· Universal Credit.

The Pupil Premium funding for each Service child will be £300 for the year.  There is also funding for children who are Looked After, Fostered or Adopted. The Government website for applications is found at:
